Producer Price Indexes (PPI) (http://www.bls.gov/ppi/)  -- Contains indexes that measure the average change over time in selling prices received by domestic producers of goods and services.   Includes Industry and Commodity Data.
Small Business Statistics and Ownership:

Characteristics of Business Owners (CBO) (http://www.census.gov/csd/cbo/) - Provides the only national data available for comparing selected economic, demographic, and sociological characteristics among minority, women, nonminority male, and all business owners and their businesses.
Nonemployer Statistics (http://www.census.gov/epcd/nonemployer/) - Summarizes the number of establishments and sales or receipts of businesses without paid employees that are subject to federal income tax. Most nonemployers are self-employed individuals operating very small unincorporated businesses, which may or may not be the owner’s principal source of income.
